General Qbserv?it.ions and Method of

Communication with National Governments.

The organisation of the League of Nations has been

created on the following basis

Art Assembly, composed of national representatives

of the countries belonging to the

League of Hationp.

A Council, composed of national representatives

of the five Great lowers and four •

smaller countries.

A permanent International Secretariat.

If the International Secretariat is to werk satis¬

factorily?^ it is of great importance that it should keen in

close touch with national representatives. Owing to the

arduous and urgent duties Imposed on the League by the

Covenant anti by the Treaties of Peace, the Council, on whom

devolve decisions of great importance, will certainly have

to meet for some time to come in permanent, though not

necessarily in continuous session.

In the caee of a State which

has a representative on the Council,it
is therefore clearly desirable that

such representative or a properly

designated person acting on hie behalf

should be immediately available at. the

Seat, of the League.

A Government may, of course,

be represented at any meeting of the
Council by the Prime Minister or any

other duly authorised representative
, of the Government, Ha '• ill occupy

the place oa the Council to which his
Government is entitled.

In the case of a State which

has no representative on the Council,

but which wishes to have a national

representative immediately available
at the Seat of the League, it is eup-

,geste<i that such, representative should
be selected from among the representa¬

tives of the State on the Assembly, or

acting on behalf of such selected

representative.

In both cases the representative

should be provided with an adequate

secretarial staff.

It will be essential for the League to be fully

informed at the earliest possible moment of all Political,
economic, financial, social and other relevant consider¬
ations in all parts of the world, To secure this, it is

necessary that each State being a member of the League
should undertake to sup ly the International Secretariat
with all appropriate information, The International
Secretariat will arrange for the distribution to the

Ministries of other Governments of the information

received from a bini3try of a National Government.
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The Secretariat will co-ordinate the material

obtained and will thus be in a position to prepare an

impartial statement on any particular question, for the

information of the Assembly or of the Council,

In order to encourage the transfer of good

officers from the national services to the service of

the International Secretariat, it is recommended that

the Governments being members of the League should be

asked to count as meritorious the service of their

nationals on the International Secretariat. In the

ease of five-year appointments, arrangements should

be made by the national governments that officers

employed with their approval by the League should

not suffer either in prospects or in pension rights,

if the latter exist.

The first two resolutions suggested in

the memorandum by the Acting Secretary General for

adoption by the Organisation Committee were, at the

meeting on June 9th, reserved for the consideration

of the Council of the League. The work of organ¬

isation depends, however, to a large extent on what

is decided with regard to these resolutions,

especially Resolution 1, I have, therefore, re¬

drafted them with a view to meet the main objections

raised by the Delegate of Belgium at the meeting,

and venture to hope that they may again be considered

by the Committee.
